We are IN Christ
We were in Him when He was crucified

We were in Him when He was buried

We were in Him when He was raised from the dead

We are in Him now 

What are the significance of these statements and how do they affect our lives on a daily basis?

We were “in Adam” when he sinned.

“For since by man came death, by man came also the resurrection of the dead. For as in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made alive.” - 1Cr 15:21-22 
“For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.) - Rom 5:17 
Therefore as by the offence of one judgment came upon all men to condemnation; even so by the righteousness of one the free gift came upon all men unto justification of life. - Rom 5:18 KJV’
For as by one man's disobedience many were made sinners, so by the obedience of one shall many be made righteous. - Rom 5:19 KJV
We were “in Adam” when he sinned (literally in his loins). Sin spread like a disease to everyone born from Adam.
Jesus Christ is the “last Adam”. 
“And so it is written, The first man Adam was made a living soul; the last Adam was made a quickening spirit”. - 1Cr 15:45 

-When Jesus Christ was crucified, he was crucified as the last Adam. Jesus gathered up all that was in Adam and took it to judgment and death. Mankind in Adam with his fallen sin nature couldn’t be changed or fixed, it had to be judged and killed. Jesus was the “last Adam”.

Jesus is also “the second man”.

“The first man is of the earth, earthy: the second man is the Lord from heaven”. - 1Cr 15:47 
· When Jesus was resurrected to live forever, He is the “second man.” God has done away with the first man and now has a second man (model 2).
Although we were “in Adam” when Adam sinned, we are now “in Christ” when He died as the last Adam, and we were in Christ when He was resurrected as the second man. 

“Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life” - Rom 6:4 

“Buried with him in baptism, wherein also ye are risen with him through the faith of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead.” - Col 2:12 
We are were in Christ at his crucifixion. We were included when all that was in the first race of men (the first Adam) was crucified. 

“Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin.” - Rom 6:6 
“be destroyed” is katargeō
1) to render idle, unemployed, inactivate, inoperative

a) to cause a person or thing to have no further efficiency

b) to deprive of force, influence, power

“For the love of Christ constraineth us; because we thus judge, that if one died for all, then were all dead” - 2Cr 5:14 
We were in Adam, now we are in Christ.
In Adam, we inherit everything that is in Adam. In Christ, we receive everything that is of Christ. (except his deity/Lordship)
Romans 5:12-21

Not metaphorical or just a word picture. This actually happened. 
-Our death with Christ is a historical fact.

-When He died, you really did die. 

-Do you believe the Lord Jesus died? Then you also believe that you died. Because you were in Him when He died. 

-God could not change our sin nature. He had to kill us. 

- Man’s way is to suppress sin to overcome it. God’s way is to remove the sinner. 

- Self control only strengthens the sin nature. Death removes it. 
We were “in Christ” in His resurrection and He is living in us. 
We have been grafted into Christ, therefore His life is in us. Rom. 11

“For the death that He died, He died to sin once for all; but the life that He lives, He lives to God. Even so consider yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus”. - Rom 6:10, 11 
“But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption” 1Cr 1:30

I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. - Gal 2:20

For ye are dead, and your life is hid with Christ in God. - Col 3:3 

We need to realize that the old man has died and is no more. The only one living in us is Christ, our lives are actually “hidden” in Him. When we don’t realize the truth about this, we actually are promoting independence from the Spirit. If we believe that there is a separate “me” who doesn’t want the Lord or the things of the Lord, then we are reinforcing a “fleshly” idea that will result in independent living. We are really only a vessel to contain Christ Himself. The vessel can act, think, feel independently from Christ (Paul calls this “flesh”). Believing a lie that there is a “me” identity apart from Christ… 
If we can see and understand that our present condition is that Christ is living in us, and we ourselves are dead, our work will shift. Our work will shift from trying to do or accomplish something. It will shift from trying to “be or feel” something. It will shift from all self effort (whether inward or outward) into “a knowing” and believing the reality. 

It is no longer I that live, but Christ who lives in me. I am dead and my life is hidden in Him.

As I “know” this reality and walk in it, I will continually acknowledge another living inside of me. I will present or yield my body, thoughts, emotions to Him who is living in me for Him to use as He pleases. I am only a vessel for Christ to live in and through.
