Truth ( The head of a woman is her husband. A woman is to submit to her husband in all things, as unto the Lord.
“Wives, be subject to your own husbands, as to the Lord.” Eph 5:22

“But as the church is subject to Christ, so also the wives ought to be to their husbands in everything.” Eph 5:24

Truth ( Headship is a biblical reality. There is order in God’s church and in families. 

“But I want you to understand that Christ is the head of every man, and the man is the head of a woman, and God is the head of Christ.” 1 Cor. 11:3

Truth ( If done in the Spirit with husband loving his wife and cherishing her, total submission to her husband has freedom and is completely enjoyable for the wife.

Truth ( Practically speaking, every couple must decide how submission looks in their own marriage. We cannot require one another’s marriage to look like our own with specific applications – although headship and submission should be in place in each marriage because it is biblical.

Truth( As each woman is subject to her husband, they should feel totally free to fully participate in the meetings. How they do that or what they do in that is between the woman and her husband. 

*note – If a brother is in the flesh, it is distasteful to everyone if he participates in the meeting if he is according to the flesh. It gets on us and It is distasteful. The same thing is true for a lady participating in a meeting. If a woman is not submitted to her husband and functions in a meeting independent and while not being under her husband, she is in the flesh and it is distasteful to the rest of us. If she is submitted and under her husband then it is edifying to everyone for her to fully function and to do everything in her heart during the meeting time.
Lie ( Because of past personal hurts, insecurities, abuse, fear, and various deep rooted issues - some women’s flesh hears the submission message and only hears law, legalism, prison, and second class citizen. The truth of the message is not heard in the Spirit and not with love with the husband having his wife’s best interest in mind. 

1. Some women react to the law and prison they hear and then join together in the flesh to resist the perceived abuse and lack of freedom this message brings (if heard in the flesh).
